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MISSION

San Diego Law Firm’s mission is to form alliances with community-based nonprofit organizations within the markets SDLF serves, to
enhance educational opportunities for children and to promote the growth of targeted communities through economic development
initiatives.

FUNDING PRIORITIES

San Diego Law Firm supports a variety of nonprofit organizations with a special emphasis on those that work to achieve sustainability
and touch a diverse population, in particular, those that support early childhood education and/or economic development.

Education

San Diego Law Firm supports educational programs for children and youth, particularly early education initiatives that serve low-and
moderate-income children (birth through five), their teachers and families. Priority is given to programs that focus in the areas of
math, science or the arts and include one or some combination of the following:

Direct services for children in their classroom or community

Professional development for teachers

Family engagement of children being served by grants

Volunteer opportunities for SDLF employees

Economic Development

Economic development organizations, including those which enhance the quality of life through neighborhood revitalization, cultural
enrichment and human services are given support. Priority is given to community development initiatives that strategically promote
the growth of targeted low-and moderate-income communities and/or provide services to these communities.

Affordable Housing

San Diego Law Firm understands the critical need for affordable housing for low-and moderate-income individuals. We are
committed to providing support to nonprofit organizations that give counseling and services to help these individuals maintain their
housing stock; offer transitional housing units and programs; and/or offer credit counseling assistance to individuals, helping them
to prepare for homeownership.

Community Development

Because small businesses are often critical components of community growth and help foster business development, San Diego Law
Firm provides support to nonprofit organizations that (i) offer technical assistance to, or loan programs for, small businesses located
in low-and moderate-income areas or (ii) support small businesses that employ low-and moderate-income individuals.

Community Services

Support is given to social services organizations that benefit the health, education, quality of life or provide essential services for
low-and moderate-income individuals and families. San Diego Law Firm supports job training programs and organizations that
provide essential services for their families. SDLF provides support for early learning and educational enrichment programs for
children in low-and moderate-income families as well as for the construction of community facilities that benefit low-and moderate
income communities.

Revitalization and Stabilization of Low-and Moderate-Income Areas

San Diego Law Firm supports nonprofit organizations that serve low-and moderate-income neighborhoods by improving living and
working conditions. Support is given to organizations that help stabilize communities, eliminate blight and attract and retain
businesses and residents to the community.

Arts and Culture
Support is given for cultural enrichment programs benefitting the community.

Green Initiatives
SDLF provides support to environmental projects and green initiatives in the community.

San Diego Law Firm will not provide support for:

organizations that discriminate by race, color, creed, gender or national origin
religious organizations, except for non-sectarian activities

advocacy groups

operating funds for agencies that receive funds through annual United Way campaigns
individuals or private foundations

annual funds of hospitals or colleges and universities

conferences and seminars

tickets and goodwill advertising

organizations with an overhead rate of 15% or higher

GENERAL INFORMATION

Organizations receiving support from San Diego Law Firm must have a current Internal Revenue Service tax-exempt designation and
be eligible to receive charitable contributions. In addition, the proposed activity must occur in a community where SDLF has a
significant presence.

Grant requests must include the following information:
1. Proposal Summary, including a description of the population to be served (please limit to one page).
2. Brief description of the organization and its purpose
3. Statement of how the organization addresses at least one of San Diego Law Firm’s funding priority areas:
e Educational and developmental opportunities that improve the school readiness of underserved children, by providing
support in one or more of the following critical areas:
o Social and Emotional Development
0 Teacher Training
0 Arts and Culture
e Economic development, particularly that which enhances the overall quality of life for the region

4. Statement of the problem or need to be addressed, in particular:

e School Readiness (Please clarify the specific need within school readiness that you will address: social and emotional
development, teacher training and/or arts and culture)

e Community Revitalization

e  Human Services

5. Description of the specific project or activity that is the focus of grant request, e.g., number of people to be served,
recruitment/outreach, management structure, anticipated outcomes (measurable)

6. Statement of expected accomplishment and method to evaluate results
7. Statement of how you plan to acknowledge support from SDLF.
